A pedestrian zone protects pedestrians walking in the town centre from being
involved in an accident with vehicles and bicycles.

What if | am stopped by the Police?...

If you are stopped while riding your bicycle, you may be given a warning by
an officer and your details will be recorded. If you are stopped a second time
you may be given a Fixed Penalty Notice (on-the-spot fine) of £50.
